Summary Findings: 

ÅLaptops owned by 87.8% of student 
respondents .

ÅInternet-capable handheld devices are owned 
by 51.2% of respondents, with 29% of these 
owners using the Internet from their devices 
daily.

Å73.1% of students report using the 
College/University Library website.

Å86.6% use Social Networking sites weekly or 
more often.

ÅDecreased use of IM (72.5% - 2006, 71.5% 
2007, 57.5% in 2008, 55.7% in 2009)



How CCSU Students Responded

Å 88.2% report owning a laptop (vs. 89.4%  of all 4-yr students 

surveyed)
Å 62.1% of respondents own a desktop computer (vs. 43.3% of total)
Å 93.5% report using the library site at least once per semester (vs. 

73.1% of total).
Å 82.5% use Social Networking sites weekly or more often (86.6%).
Å 20.8% use podcasts once per semester or more (vs. 28.3% of total)
