1.
TOUR:  Babbidge, All Seven Floors –  LL or O


Tour of the most useful features and services in the Library.  Freshmen have different needs from returning students.  This activity ends with a written assessment of what they have learned.  Best used as course grade to increase student engagement in the task.  Assessment can be used alone as a Treasure Hunt type homework assignment to be completed during the week.

2.
CLASSROOM: Online Research with the Library databases - LL


Fifty minute hands-on session using full text databases.  Students learn how to access research tools which are available 24/7 wherever they have access to the Web.  Includes tips and strategies.  IMPORTANT:  This class is offered only in conjunction with a specific research assignment which you have developed and provided to the librarian ahead of time.  Topic of assignment is open: health, study skills, diversity, sexuality, drugs and alcohol, etc.  Useful articles on these topics and many more are easily accessible through our databases.

3.
Online Research with the Library databases – O
***Good to use all semester long to study further any classroom topic.  This will make the library organic to their work here at UConn.

Self-guided online assignment for finding a research article on a topic pending or discussed in your class.  Includes online instruction on topics covered in Library Classroom version.  Students can complete this assignment easily from their room or dorm computer lab.  In the tutorial, students receive instruction on all topics necessary to complete the assignment.  Students must state a research question or statement, create keywords, join them with Boolean operators, search InfoTrac, and revise their search using truncation or alternative terms.  They choose an appropriate article, note the citation, and tell why the choice was a good one.  Final screen is printable and may be handed in.
