Group Activity
Process
Participants will break up into groups of three- extra participants can be divided amongst groups.  Within groups, each participant will assume a role- research subject, note-taker, and observer.  If there are more than 3 people in the group, extras can also act as observers.
The research subject will receive a two-sided map of the Tisch Library.  The task is to plan a twenty minute tour for first-year students.  Begin by outlining the tour in writing- which areas do you want to visit, how long will you spend in each area, what order will you proceed in. Then sketch out your plan on the map.

The observer should watch what the subject is doing, prompt the subject to speak as necessary, and ask any clarifying questions they might have.  The note taker should also observe, and try to write down what they are observing with as much detail as possible using the observation handout.  This activity will take about 10 mins.

Debrief

When the task is completed, each group will debrief.  The observer and note-taker should compare their observations, and what their reflections were.  The subject should offer clarification.

Pay attention to:

· How much agreement is there between observer and note taker in terms of what they saw?  Are there instances where one saw something that the other missed?

· How much agreement is there between the observer and note-taker in terms of their interpretation of what they saw?

· Are there any instances in which the researchers misinterpreted something and the subject needs to explain/clarify what they were thinking or why they did what they did?

· Can you draw any conclusions from what you saw?
